INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
PLEASE READ AND UNDERSTAND ALL DIRECTIONS BEFORE STARTING
(Step 1)  Remove the grille from the truck by gently pulling on all 4 corners and in the center to release the retaining clips.  Unplug the parking lights and remove.

(Step 2)  With a hacksaw blade, saw the upper air intake sections from the grille shell.  This will separate the 1” face bar and top air baffle that goes around the hood latch from the 2” center bar.  Lower the assembly that retains the parking lights.

(Step 3)  Saw the lower air intake section from the center bar horizontally, being careful to retain the mounting clip at the bow tie.

(Step 4)  Cut the ends of the lower grille bars from the parking light mounts with a straight vertical cut.

(Step 5)  Install the billet grille from behind the center bar and parking light assemblies.

(Step 6)  With the grill centered, mark and notch where the billet grille uprights touch the center bar (4 places top and bottom on the center bar) deep enough that the back of the horizontal billet bars are even with the back of the 2” plastic center bar.

(Step 7)  Drill and attach the bottom 2 billet grille tabs to the inside of the parking light mounts with the #10 Phillips screws and flat Tinnerman clips provided.

(Step 8)  Mount the L-tabs to the 3 welded billet grille tabs with the #12 black screws and black Tinnerman clips, so that the whole side of the tab sits horizontally.  Make sure the tab is even with the back lip of the plastic bar.  Mark and drill the plastic and attach with the #8 black wafer head screws and the zinc Tinnerman clips.

(Step 9)  Remove the billet grille from the plastic center bar.

(Step 10)  Sand the dark gray metallic plastic area above the center bar where the upper factory plastic grille was removed.  Smooth with 80 grit, switching to 150 or 220 and paint with satin black.

(Step 11)  Reinstall the billet grille to the center bar.

(Step 12)  Using the remaining L-tab, #12 black Phillips head screws and Tinnerman clips, attach the L-tab on the top bar of the billet grille, with the slotted side of the L-tab facing vertically and the other end towards the back of the truck.

(Step 13)  Clip the entire grille assembly back on the truck, plugging in the lights first.

(Step 14)  Attach the L-tab to the pre-drilled hole on the latch support and bolt together using the black Phillips head ¼ x 20 bolt and nut provided.

(Step 15)  Reattach the upper air baffle to the truck.
