INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Step 1)
Remove stock grille shell assembly from truck.

Step 2)
Cut and remove factory chrome grille section as per illustration.

Step 3)
Insert top billet grille piece into upper grille shell opening so that the upper welded tabs are flush with the back of the plastic in the corners, and the horizontal bars are approx. 1/8” away from the sides of the openings.

Step 4)
Using holes in upper welded grille tabs as a guide.  Mark and drill with a ¼” drill bit and secure with black ¼ x 20 Pan Head Phillips and ¼ x 20 Kept nuts. (As per fig.1)

Step 5)
Take the 1 ½” aluminum 2 hole attachment tabs and put a zinc Tinnerman clip on one side of each

Step 6)
Attach the other end of the 1 ½” tabs to the bottom welded tabs of top billet grille with the 1 ½” tabs facing towards the front of the grille shell using black ¼ x 20 Pan Head Phillips and ¼ x 20 Kept nuts.

Step 7)
Using the hole in Tinnerman clip as a guide mark the hole for the Tinnerman clip location.

Step 8)
Remove the upper grille and drill the Tinnerman clip holes, and attach the tavs with #8 black wafer head screws, first through the plastic grille shell and then through the tabs with the screw facing down. (As per fig. 2)

Step 9)
Re-attach upper grille using the 4 black ¼ x 20 Phillips and Kept nuts.

Step 10)
Center the lower billet grille in the bottom grille shell opening so that the ends of the horizontal bars are approx. 1/8” away from the sides of the shell, and the back side of the vertical billet grille supports are flush with the bottom inside edge of the lower grille shell opening.

Step 11)
With the end of the upper welded billet grille L-tab flush with the back edge of the vertical sheet metal grille shell support, clamp, mark, and drill using hole as a guide and secure with ¼ x 20 black Phillips and Kept nut. (As per fig. 3)

Step 12)
For bottom center welded L-tab repeat steps 5-7 and secure with ¼ x 20 Black Phillips and Kept nut. (As per fig. 2)

Step 13)
As per illustration (fig. 4) take the aluminum L-tabs and place the Tinnerman clips as shown.

Step 14)
Attach L-tabs to the outside lower welded billet grille tabs using the ¾” square spacers and countersunk Black Phillips screws as shown in fig. 4.

Step 15)
Using the hole in the short end of the L-tabs as a guide, drill the bottom of the steel grille shell reinforcement and attach with the #10 zinc Phillips head screws.
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
