Please read and understand all instructions before starting.

1. Attach the 8 supplied tinnerman clips to the 8 supplied flat brackets with the flat side of the clip on the black painted side of the bracket.

2. Remove the 6 bolts across the top edge of the factory grill using a 9/32” wrench or socket.
3. Center the lower grill insert in the lower grill opening, noting where the vertical uprights and mounting tabs on the back of the grill meet the factory plastic mesh.

4. Remove the grill and cut out the factory plastic mesh only enough to allow clearance for the uprights and mounting tabs using a pair of wire cutters.  This will allow the backside of each bar of the grill to sit flat against the factory plastic mesh.  See photo.
5. Re-insert the grill and attach it to the factory mesh with the supplied screws going through the mounting tabs form the front side, through the factory plastic mesh and into the brackets you made in step 1.
6. Repeat steps 3 through 5 for the upper grill.

7. Re-install the 6 screws you removed in step 2.
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
