Please read and understand all instructions before starting.

1. Remove the black plastic trim panel from the top of the grill/radiator area to gain access to the backside of the factory grill.  It is retained by 10mm hex head bolts and plastic push-in clips that can be released with a flat blade screwdriver.
2. Install the supplied Tinnerman clips onto the supplied brackets with the flat side of the clip on the black painted side of the bracket.  The two longer brackets are for the upper outside corners of the upper grill insert.

3. Locate the insert for the lower half of the grill.  Center it in the lower opening and attach it with the supplied screws and the brackets that you built in step 2.  The screws will go through the face of the grill, through the mounting tab, through the factory grill mesh, and into the bracket with the Tinnerman clip.  See diagram below.  Install all screws loosely and center the grill before tightening.
4. Repeat step 3 for the upper half insert.  Use the 2 longer brackets in the upper outside corners.

5. Secure all mounting hardware.

6. Re-install the top trim panel using all factory fasteners.
