INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
PLEASE READ AND UNDERSTAND ALL DIRECTIONS BEFORE STARTING
(Step 1)  Remove the factory grille from the vehicle by taking out the seven screws around the perimeter of the air intake area.
(Step 2)  With a hack saw blade and handle, carefully cut out the honeycomb section, leaving 1/16” on the outside ring and the seven mounting tabs on the inside of the ring.

(Step 3)  Sand the inside perimeter of the ring smooth, starting with 80-grit sandpaper and switching to 150 or 200 grit.

(Step 4)  Mask off and paint the sanded area with satin black or black texture paint.

(Step 5)  Center the billet grille in the finished ring with the face of the bars flush with the front edge of the ring.

(Step 6)  With the nuts and bolts provided in the kit, attach the two holed tabs to the outside of the welded tabs on the grill with the nuts towards the inside of the grill.

(Step 7)  Center, mark and drill the shell with a 3/16” drill bit.

(Step 8)  Remove the two holed tabs from the billet grille and attach them to the grille ring with the screws and clips provided.  (Hint:  make sure the point of the screw is toward the outside of the shell.)

(Step 9)  Reinstall the grille ring in the vehicle with the seven factory screws.

Step 10) Place the billet grille in the factory ring and attach with the nuts and bolts.  The top two mounting tabs need to have the ¾” x ¾” shims (included in the kit) between them and the welded grille tabs.
