Please read and understand all instructions before starting.

1. Remove the plastic push clips and 10mm bolts holding the black plastic trim panel between the top of the grill area and the radiator core support and remove the trim panel.
2. Cover the sides and bottom of the chrome trim around the grill openings to avoid scratching during installation.

3. Install the supplied tinnerman clips onto the supplied brackets with the flat side of the clip on the black painted side of the bracket.

4. Center the lower grill insert and secure it with the supplied screws (the 4 shorter screws) and the brackets that you built in step 3.  The screws will go through the face of the grill, through the mounting tabs, through the factory grill mesh, and into the brackets on the backside.  See diagram 1.
5. Center the upper grill insert in the upper opening and mark a line on the tape where the mounting tabs are located.  See photo 2.

6. Drill a 3/8” hole through the factory plastic grill mesh and through the solid plastic panel behind the mesh at a slight downward angle through the 3 openings where the mounting tabs are located.  See photo 3.

7. Center the grill over the opening and secure it with the 3 long screws (supplied) and the wing nuts.  The screws will go through the face of the grill, through the mounting tabs, through the factory plastic, through one of the supplied flat brackets, and into a wing nut.  Hold the screw on the front side with a Phillips screwdriver and tighten the wing nuts on the backside.
8. Reinstall the plastic trim panel over the top of the grill opening and radiator with all factory hardware.
