INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
PLEASE READ AND UNDERSTAND ALL DIRECTIONS BEFORE STARTING
(Step 1)  Take out the seven nuts holding the grille shell and the six screws holding the reinforcement bar and remove the grille shell assembly.
(Step 2)  Place the shell face down on a soft surface and chisel the heat seal tabs that retain the plastic grille grid to the shell and remove.  Using side cutters, snip off the remaining part of the heat sealed tab flush with the backside of the grille shell.

(Step 3)  Tap the four Tinnerman clips supplied in the installation kit onto the two holed tabs that are welded to the inside ends of the grille.

(Step 4)  Remove the safety latch assembly.

(Step 5)  Reattach the grille shell assembly to the hood using the seven factory nuts and tighten.  Reattach the tubular steel reinforcement to the hood and shell.

(Step 6)  Using the six hole attachment plate from the attachment kit, and four of the black Phillips head screws, fasten the two grilles together with the dip in the attachment place facing to the front of the grille.

(Step 7)  With the set of billet grilles centered behind the grille shell, drill two 1/8” holes in the center vertical bar of the steel reinforcement and secure with two more of the black Phillips head screws.  Drill and attach the outside tabs of the billet grille to the steel reinforcement with the remaining black Phillips head screws.

(Step 8)  On 97-98 Dakota and 98 Durango, the safety release latch lever can be removed.  On 99 Dakota & Durango, the lever must be cut off as per the illustration.

(Step 9)  Drill a 5/32” hole in the safety latch at the location specified in the drawing.  Attach the rod supplied in the installation kit through the front of the latch and secure with the collar and setscrew.  The release rod guide is to be attached to one of the six-hole attachment plate screws.

(Step 10)  Take out the two upper A/C condenser mount bolts.  Remove the spacers and cut them in half.  Remount the halves of the spacers that have the flange.  This gives the necessary clearance for the billet grille.
