Please read and understand all instructions before starting.

1. Remove the factory grill shell from the vehicle by removing the screws attaching the support bars to the hood, and the nuts along the top edge of the grill.  **Note -- the grill may be sealed to the front edge of the hood with adhesive, lift one side of the grill slowly and allow the glue to separate.  Be sure to unhook the hood release rod before removing grill from truck.
2. Lay the grill face down on a soft surface and release the plastic tabs holding the factory plastic grill panels and remove them.
3. Cut off all of the factory mounting tabs and sand them down flush to the grill opening, or to the flat area where they are located.  See photo 1.
4. Center one side of the grill behind the grill opening.  The gap on the left and right sides should be equal.  Use the 2 supplied “L” shaped brackets to attach the 2 upper mounting tabs on the grill.  Drill through the flat plastic area and attach the bracket to the factory grill shell loosely with the supplied pan head Phillips screws and flat nuts.  Attach the grill loosely to the bracket with ¼” bolts and nuts.  See photo 2.
5. Remove the three bolts holding down the round steel support bar along the bottom edge of the grill shell.  Install the supplied tinnerman clips onto the longer side of the “Z” shaped brackets.  Slide the short end of the bracket UNDER the support bar and LOOSELY re-install the factory bolts.  Attach the grill to the bracket from the front side with the supplied countersunk Phillips head screws going through the grill and into the tinnerman clip on the bracket.  Do not tighten support bar bolts all the way yet, they should only be snug.  See photo 3.
6. Repeat the process for the other two lower brackets, and tighten all mounting hardware (except for bolts through steel support bar along bottom edge).

7. Repeat steps 4-6 for the other side of the grill.

8. Re-install grill assembly onto vehicle with factory hardware.  After all of the screws for the support bar have been aligned, you can tighten the bolts along the bottom edge of the grill shell.
9. Secure all mounting hardware, and be sure to reconnect the hood release rod before gently closing hood.
