Please read and understand all instructions before starting.

1. Remove factory black plastic mesh grill insert.
2. Cut along the top edge of the grill insert so that you retain the flat top section of the grill insert.  This will maintain the factory mounting points when you reinstall the grill.  See photo 1.
3. Trim off the four small chrome plastic tabs that protrude from the back edge of the chrome trim around the grill opening so that the billet grill can come flush to the backside of the trim.

4. Center the grill behind the opening and the chrome trim and mark where the two round pegs meet the bumper on the bottom edge of the grill.  Make sure that the grill is all the way forward against the back of the chrome trim before you make your marks.

5. Remove the grill and drill two ¼” holes on your marks.

6. Install the grill behind the opening with the two pegs sticking down through the holes you drilled in step 5.

7. Lean the grill back and replace the top strip that you cut from the original grill in step 2.  Reattach the strip to the bumper cover and radiator support using factory hardware.  The two bolts towards the center will go through the black plastic strip, then through the top mounting tabs on the grill, and into the radiator support.
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
