Please read and understand all instructions before starting.

1. Remove the factory grill from the vehicle.  Set it face sown on a soft surface to avoid scratching.
2. Cut the 4 vertical supports in the factory plastic grill insert with a hacksaw or cut off wheel.  See photo 1.
3. Cut the 3 side supports on each side of the opening with a cut off wheel.  Be careful to only cut through the dark gray insert and not through the face of the grill shell.  Cut INSIDE the plastic retaining clips so that the two smaller inserts on either side of the large center insert remain attached to the backside of the grill shell.  See photos 2 and 3.

4. Cut the 4 corners out square and remove the large center insert.  Photo 4 shows one of the bottom corners.  Trim the upper corners in the same fashion.

5. Sand the top and bottom surfaces smooth where you cut away the vertical supports of the grill.  See photo 5.

6. Center the grill behind the opening.  There should be 2 “L” shaped tabs along the top of the grill and 3 along the bottom.
7. Drill a 3/16” hole through the plastic behind the upper mounting tabs and through both the plastic and the steel behind the lower mounting tabs.  See photo 6.

8. Secure the upper mounting brackets with the supplied Phillips pan head screws and flat nuts.  See photo 7.

9. Secure the lower mounting brackets in the same way, placing the clip between the plastic and the steel support beam.  See photo 8.

10. Turn the grill shell over so it is face up.

11. Center one of the side vent inserts on top of the factory plastic mesh.

12. Install the supplied tinnerman clips onto the supplied brackets with the flat side of the clip on the black painted side of the bracket.

13. Secure the inserts from the front side with the supplied screws going through the front of the grill, through the factory plastic mesh, and into the brackets that you built in step 11 on the backside.  See diagram 9.

14. Re-install the completed grill shell onto the vehicle using the factory hardware.
