Please read and understand all instructions before starting.

1. Remove the factory grill from the vehicle by releasing the plastic push clips along the top of the grill, and then removing the bolts along the underside of the grill with an 8mm socket.  The bolts go through the bumper cover and into the bottom of the grill.
2. Lay the grill face down on a soft surface to avoid scratching it.

3. Remove the black steel support that runs across the top edge of the grill.

4. On the left and right sides of the grill, behind the chrome, cut each of the gray plastic “Z” shaped supports that are attaching the portion of the plastic that is behind the painted section to the portion that is in the opening.  This will allow the center section to be removed while the painted pieces on each side of the grill will remain attached to the chrome.  See photo 1.
5. Release the plastic tabs that are holding the gray plastic grill behind the opening in the chrome shell and remove it.  Be careful not to damage the tabs as they WILL be reused.

6. Cut the center section that you just removed along the top and bottom edges (from left to right) so that you retain all of the slots that reattach to the tabs on the back of the chrome shell.  You will be cutting just BELOW the upper slots, and just ABOVE the lower slots, so that you retain the strips of plastic across the top and the bottom to reattach the grill to the vehicle.  See photo 2.

7. Sand the cut edges smooth, and reinstall the two plastic strips you created in step 6 onto the chrome shell by pushing them over the plastic tabs on the backside of the chrome.  With the two mounting strips re-installed, look into the chrome shell from the front side and you should see approximately 1/16” of the gray plastic along the top and bottom edge of the opening in the chrome shell.

8. Center the billet grill behind the opening, and attach the two lower mounting tabs to the gray plastic strip along the bottom with the two supplied screws.  See photo 3.

9. Reinstall the black steel support across the top of the grill shell, and attach the top mounting brackets of the billet grill to it using the two small “L” tabs and two ¼” bolts and nuts.  The “L” tab then attaches to the steel support bar using the factory screw.  See photo 4.

10. Re-install the grill assembly onto the vehicle using the factory hardware.
