Please read and understand all instructions before starting.

1. Remove the factory grill from the vehicle.  Save all of the factory mounting hardware.
2. Cut out the center section of the grill using a hack saw blade or cut off wheel.  The dotted white lines in Photo 1 show the area to be removed.  Photo 2 shows the grill after cutting and removing the center section.  Sand all cut edges smooth.
3. Tape off the chromed or painted areas with masking tape to prevent scratching and center the billet grill on the front of the grill shell.

4. Be sure that the grill is all the way back against the plastic, and down tight to the bottom.  Mark where the mounting tabs meet the factory plastic with a marker.  See photo 3.
5. Remove the billet grill and drill a 1/8” pilot hole on each of your marks.  See photo 4.

6. Re-inert the grill and attach it with the supplied Phillips pan head screws and flat nuts.

7. Re-install the grill assembly onto the truck using the factory hardware.
