Please read and understand all instructions before starting.

1. Remove the plastic push- in clips retaining the trim panel around the hood latch area and remove it. See photo 1.
2. Remove the 2 10mm hex head bolts retaining the top edge of the factory grill insert.  See photo 2.
3. Lean the grill forward, reach underneath the back side of the bottom edge of the grill and release the 5 plastic push-in clips (same as the ones on the top trim panel) with a short flat blade screwdriver.  See photo 3.
4. Set the grill face down on a soft surface to avoid scratching.  Remove the 6 Phillips head screws on the backside that are holding the gray painted center insert to the main grill structure.  The locations of the screws are shown by white circles in photo 4.  Release the clips around the perimeter of the gray insert and remove it.
5. Cut the plastic mesh AS CLOSE AS POSSIBLE to the edge of the raised center section and remove it.  The cutting lines are shown in white in photo 4, and the finished grill is shown after cutting in photo 5.  Do not cut out more than what is shown.  The remaining plastic honeycomb mesh will be used to mount the billet insert
6. Install the supplied tinnerman clips onto each of the supplied brackets, aligning the hole in the bracket with the hole in the clip, and the flat side of the clip on the black painted side of the bracket.

7. Center the grill in the opening and push it down so that the bottom of the bottom bar is all the way down to the bottom of the opening.  Mark where the upper mounting holes need to be drilled behind the 2 upper mounting brackets.

8. Remove the grill and drill a 3/16” hole on each of the 2 marks.

9. Re-insert the grill and secure it using the supplied screws.  The screws will go through the face of the grill, through the mounting bracket, through the factory grill, and into the brackets that you assembled in step 6.  See photo 6.
10. ****NOTE**** If you are going to install the bumper insert #2453 or #2453-F, do so before re-installing the grill assembly onto the vehicle.

11. Re-install the grill assembly and top trim panel onto the vehicle using all original fasteners.
