Please read and understand all instructions before starting.

1. Remove the black plastic shroud along the top edge of the grill and radiator core support by removing the plastic push-clips and lifting it off.
2. Remove the stock grill by removing the Phillips head screws attaching it from the backside.  Using a 90ْ ratcheting Phillips head screwdriver like the one shown in photo 1, first remove the screws along the top edge and both sides of the grill by reaching in from the top of the grill.  Remove the four screws along the bottom edge of the grill by reaching up behind the grill through the opening in the bumper beginning with the passenger side and working your way across.  The lower driver’s side screw should be the last one removed, and you will need to pull the grill out as far as you can with the others removed to access it.
3. Insert the billet grill from the front side (the top bar is 1/8” shorter than the others) and attach it to the stock mounting tabs using the supplied screws and flat nuts.

4. Reinstall plastic shroud over grill and radiator support.

****NOTE****

If your vehicle is any color other than black, you may want to mask off and paint the plastic that is left exposed behind the billet grill with an exterior grade flat or satin black paint as it will be visible through the grill.  
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
