Please read and understand all instructions before starting.

1. Release plastic push-in clips and any bolts retaining the plastic trim panel around the hood latch area.  Release the clips by pushing in the center pin and lifting the clip out.  Remove the trim panel.
2. Reach behind the grill and remove the 4 Phillips head screws that attach the grill insert to the vehicle with a short stubby screwdriver and remove the insert.  There are 2 on the left side and 2 on the right side.

3. ***IF YOU ARE GOING TO INSTALL LOWER ACCENT BARS, #2642, DO SO NOW***
4. Using a sharp utility knife, carefully cut and remove the plastic tabs that protrude from the front side of the lip edge around the perimeter of the grill opening.  See photo 1.
5. Center your new billet grill in the opening and mark where the 2 outer vertical upright supports (on the backside of the grill) meet the lip edge at the bottom of the opening.  See photo 2.  Remove the grill and cut a notch out of the lip at this location to allow the grill to go all the way back into the opening.
6. Center the grill in the opening and mark where the lower mounting tabs meet the black metal support.
7. Remove the grill and pre drill mounting holes on each of the marks that you made using the included self drilling Phillips head screws.  See photo 3.
8. Re-install the grill and secure the bottom mounting tabs with the Phillips head self drilling screws. See photo 4.
9. Attach the upper brackets as shown in photo 5 using the supplied machine thread bolts.  They will thread into an existing hole on the front side of the radiator core support.
10. Tighten all mounting hardware.

11. Reinstall the plastic trim panel around the hood latch area.
