Please read and understand all instructions before starting.
1. Remove the plastic push clips along the top edge of the factory grill.  Reach behind the grill and release the metal spring clips along the bottom backside of the grill and remove it from the vehicle.
2. Set the grill face down on a soft surface to prevent scratching.

3. Align the bottom mounting rod so that the 3 mounting tabs line up with the 3 plastic supports along the bottom edge of the grill.  There should be one threaded stud below each of the openings.  Drill 1/16” pilot holes and attach the rod with 3 of the supplied pan head screws.  Use the flat nuts on the backside if necessary.  See photo 1.

4. The top mounting rod has 2 “L” shaped mounting tabs.  Center the top mounting rod along the top edge of the openings so that there is one stud above each of the openings, and the two mounting brackets meet the plastic at the top edge of the grill on the flat area just BEHIND the rubber molding.  Attach the rod to the grill shell using 2 of the supplied screws and the flat nuts.  See photo 2.
5. Center a mesh panel behind each of the openings.  The mesh panel can be stretched in or out in the vertical direction to give the best fit.  Secure the panels with the supplied washers and nylon lock nuts.  Be careful not to over tighten.  See photo 3.

6. Reinstall the grill assembly onto the vehicle using the factory hardware.
