BILLET GRILLE INSERT

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
PLEASE READ AND UNDERSTAND ALL DIRECTIONS BEFORE STARTING
(Step 1)  Open the hood and take off the five nuts retaining the grille shell and the bolts retaining the grille shell reinforcement.  Remove the assembly from the vehicle.

(Step 2)  Take out the four screws on the bottom of the shell and remove the reinforcement from the shell.

(Step 3)  Mask the front chrome area of the shell with tape to protect it from scratches.

(Step 4)  With a hacksaw blade and handle carefully saw the vertical bars from the shell making sure not to cut into the edge of the trim.
(Step 5)  Sand the trimmed edge with 80 grit sandpaper and then switching to 150 or 180 grit sandpaper.

(Step 6)  Remove the two outer factory clips from the steel reinforcement.

(Step 7)  Using four of the 1/8” Tinnerman clips provided in the installation kit, attach them to two of the aluminum L-tabs as per illustration.

(Step 8)  Reinstall the two middle bottom factory screws that hold the reinforcement to the shell.

(Step 9)  Reinstall the outer two bottom factory screws through the shell and reinforcement and into the L-tab as shown in the illustration.

(Step 10)  Attach the remaining clips to the remaining tabs in the installation kit as per illustration.

(Step 11)  Center the billet grille insert in the grille shell and attach the bottom two welded tabs to the attachment tabs as shown using the counter-sunk screws and spacers provided.

(Step 12)  Attach the remaining L-tabs to the upper welded billet grille tabs as per illustration and mark the shell where remaining attachment point needs to be.  Drill with a 1/8” drill bit.

(Step 13)  Remove the fillet insert from the shell and paint the sanded area semi-gloss black or black texture coat.

(Step 14)  Reattach the billet grille insert with the wafer head and counter-sunk crews as per illustration.
