03-04 Lincoln Navigator

READ & UNDERSTAND ALL INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE STARTING!

Step 1: Open The Hood and take off the five nuts retaining the grill shell and the bolts retaining the grill shell reinforcement. Remove the assembly from the vehicle.

Step 2: Take out the four screws on the bottom of the shell and remove the reinforcement from the shell.

Step 3: Mask off front chrome area of the shell with tape to protect it from scratches.

Step 4: With saw or hacksaw blade – saw vertical bars from shell flush at the top – make sure not to over cut any of the area around emblem area (center upper). 
Step 5: Sand the trimmed edge with 80 grit sand paper – switching to 150 or 180 grit.
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Step 6: With chrome piece removed from the gray portion of the shell – measure over (3) three inches from center bolt on each side. This is the area of the gray shell that will remain. (See Illustration to see center portion that should remain) (See Pics. # 1 & # 2)

This is the only area that will need to be sanded smooth and painted black.

The outline of all plastic that needs to be cut away is show in Pic. #3.

Step 7: Take chrome shell and with a razor blade score the chrome tabs to insure removal of factory tabs holding gray portion of shell on sides and lower area. 
(See Pic. #4)

For Best Results: Cut back behind edge & sand flush.

Step 8: Reinstall the remainder of the gray shell – take (2) two wafer head screws & tinnerman clips and mount support to gray shell. Drill hole in center of flat area – or as far to the rear as possible. (See Pic. #5)

Step 9: Install grill from rear upper tab has (2) two ¼ - 20 bolts: first mounting tab to grill & second mounting grill to shell.

Step 10: Lower tabs has (2) two slip nuts – one screw comes through the front of the grill bars holding the tab to the grill – make sure grill is pushed forward against the shell for proper fit.  Mark & drill with another waffle head screw, mounting tab to base of grill shell, this will institute stability back into grill shell.
