Please read and understand all instructions before starting.
1. Release the plastic push clips holding down the plastic trim around the hood latch area and remove it.
2. Remove the two 10mm hex head bolts on top of the factory grill as well as any additional push clips and remove the factory grill.
3. IF YOU ARE GOING TO INSTALL THE LOWER BUMPER INSERT #2630 DO SO NOW.
4. Center the grill in the opening and slide the two lower mounting tabs through the factory mounting slots in the bumper cover.

5. Install a tinnerman clip onto the short end of each of the supplied “L” shaped brackets and attach them to the radiator core support using the factory 10 mm head bolts in the factory grill mounting locations.  See photo 1.

6. Attach the bracket to the grill using the short sheet metal screws through the brackets on the grill from the front side as shown in photo 1 and the diagram.

7. Push the grill all the way back (the left and right sides should be flush to the plastic lip) and secure the top mounting hardware.
8. Place the two flat brackets over each of the two lower mounting tabs and secure them with the ¼” bolts, pinching the plastic bumper between the two brackets.  See photo 3.

9. Reinstall the plastic trim panel around the hood latch area.  Drill a 5/16” hole through the plastic in the front center of the panel, aligned with the hole beneath it in the sheet metal, and secure the front edge of the flap with one of the extra push clips.  See photo 4.
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
