Please read and understand all instructions before starting.

1. Remove factory grill.  The grill is attached from the backside with 2 small Phillips head screws and push in clips around the perimeter.
2. Tape off the opening to avoid scratching.

3. Cut off and remove the flange across the top of the opening that the factory grill clips into.  See photo 1.

4. For light colored vehicles, you may want to paint the inside of the opening and the factory grill mounting flange with an exterior grade flat black paint.  See photo 2.

5. Assemble the 3 pieces of the grill to make one piece with 4 of the supplied ¼” bolts and nuts.  Adjust the grills for an even gap by bending the mounting tabs slightly if necessary.

6. Attach the round hole end of the longer mounting brackets supplied in the hardware kit to the top mounting brackets of the grill loosely with 2 of the supplied ¼” bolts and nuts.

7. Slide the lower mounting brackets through the factory slots at the bottom of the opening and lean the grill back into the opening.  Center the grill and align the top mounting brackets with 2 existing holes in the radiator core support.  Attach the top brackets with 2 ¼” bolts and nuts.

8. Secure the lower mounting brackets using the two shorter brackets in the hardware kit.  Attach them to the lower brackets on the grill with 2 of the supplied ¼” bolts and nuts pinching the factory plastic flange between the brackets.

9. Center the grill and tighten all hardware.
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
